Holy Week and Easter come to us this time each year as an invitation to 

enter more fully into our own lives, our mortality, and the larger life that 

lies before us on the other side of death.  As we journey with Jesus in his 

passion, his crucifixion, and his rising again, we ourselves are asked to 

measure the faith and hope and love in our own hearts that transcend 

the limits of time and space.  We are asked to consider our own existence in the light of 

eternity. 

Over the many years at St. Maryõs, and extending through the generations, Holy Week has 

been regarded with great solemnity and intentionality.  And this year, it is no different.  A 

full schedule of services has been planned which was announced in your earlier Lenten mail-

ing.

Youth in the News 

Two Barnstable High School Teams placed at the State Bowl for  the Future Problem Solving 

Program held at MIT on MARCH 21, 2009.  These teams are invited to participate in the Inter-

national Competition to be held at Michigan State University May 28 ð 31, 2009. The first 

place team included Najam Asqhar, Chris Barron, Dan Fortunato, and Mark Raymond, all  sen-

iors at BHS.  

 

Future Problem Solving is an academic competition involving extensive internet research on fu-

turistic topics.  In competition they raise substantive challenges related to Future Scene, a docu-

ment they received at the beginning of their two-hour competition time.  The team analyzes the 

scene,  and write extensively about related issues and potential solutions, incorporating futuristic 

thinking into their writing.  They synthesize their thinking into one underlying problem, and de-

velop a more elaborated solution to this problem.   

Raising Strong and Successful Girls  

Saint Maryõs will host a new session of the  Raising Strong & Successful Girls workshop  in May. 

This workshop is specifically for, but not limited to, parents of 13 -18 year old girls and will 

include information on how to be aware and protect your daughter in the age of cyber-

bullying and òsexting.ó  Find out what these terms mean and how to arm yourself with 

information.   Some tips include:  

t Share news stories that you think would be instructional with your child.   

t Cautionary tales about other teens may make more of an impact than a lecture.  

t Repeat frequently to your child:  "You can always come to me.  I will help."

From the Assistant Rector 
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This is the night,

Dear Ones, 

I am one of those people who struggles with Christmas, but Easter has 

always been a very special celebration for me.  As a child, everything 

about the day set it off as out of the ordinary: the new outfits my sister 

and I always had (including hats, gloves, patent leather Mary Janes 

and tiny purses when we were very little girls), dying and hunting for Easter eggs, baskets full 

of chocolates and jelly beans, taking our flower-covered mite boxes to church, and an extra 

special Sunday dinner.   

Of course, as I grew older the fancy outfits and Easter eggs lost their charm, and the day 

took on a more serious significance. But the absolute joy of singing alleluia after the long days 

of Lent, of celebrating the new life of the resurrection has remained very powerful for me. 

Last year the wonder of new life was emphasized for me when my granddaughter Julianna 

was born in the early evening hours of Easter Sunday. Nothing, not even the birth of my own 

children, prepared me for the joy of holding my first grandchild. She is indeed a potent sym-

bol of resurrected life.  This year I will have the added joy and privilege of baptizing her at 

our Easter Vigil.  

If you have never attended an Easter Vigil, I invite you to join us this year on Saturday eve-

ning, April 11 at 6:00 pm. All Easter celebrations are grand, but the Great Vigil of Easter is 

unmatched in its ability to draw the congregation into the drama and joy of Easter. The Vigil 

begins in quiet darkness as we kindle the new fire and light our paschal candle, and continues 

with readings that recall Godõs mighty acts in the world, followed by baptisms. And then, as  

the resurrection is proclaimed, the lights come up, the alleluias (which have been òput awayó 

for Lent) come out and the first Eucharist of Easter is celebrated in joy and gladness. There is 

truly no better way to celebrate the resurrection. I hope to see you there, and at our gala 

reception afterwards.
